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NEW THIS YEAR:

Electronic registration: No more paper permission slips! You must give permission for each child
to be released from school to the Walkathon. There is no PTA or school supervision so you must
arrange for supervision if you do not plan to attend. Paper permission slips are available in the
office, if necessary.

e Wristbands: They're back! Teachers will hand them out in a way that promotes early registration
without disrupting the classroom.

e Registration: No more registration table. Volunteers register kids in the classroom and will escort
participating kids (except half-day) to the fields.

e Race Numbers: We are using race numbers on the kids this year. It's fun and hopefully will reduce
the cheating and lost cards.

e Tapas Table (Formerly known as the Bake Sale) and FOOD! It sounds more Spanish than bake
sale -- and hopefully it will inspire some healthier choices in addition to the yummy baked goods.

Kids earn credit for 1 lap as they pass the lap
counters for that grade. Only full laps around the school track qualify toward the medal count. Kids
who make “fake” credits or repeatedly cut corners may lose lap credits or be disqualified from the
medal competition (but can still enjoy the festivities).

¢ Redesigned Pledge/Gift Preference Form: One easy-to-use form, especially for families who write
one check to cover multiple kids. Just write in the amount raised for each student and circle each
child’s gift preferences (if eligible). For families who donate $250 or more, each Puesta student may
choose gifts at the $125 level.
